COMPETITION COMMISSION WITHDRAWS THE CROSS APEAL IN THE SAA MATTER 

 

Following the South African Airways’ (‘SAA’) withdrawal of the appeal against the Competition Tribunal’s decision of 28 July 2005, the Competition Commission has also withdrawn its cross-appeal in the matter. The Tribunal decision found that SAA had abused its dominance in contravention of the Competition Act by inducing travel agents to not deal with its competitors and imposed a fine of R45 million. 

The Acting Commissioner, Shan Ramburuth, said that the appeal and cross appeal were scheduled to be heard by the Competition Appeal Court this morning. The withdrawal of the appeal and cross-appeal effectively means that the Competition Tribunal’s order in this matter stands and that SAA will be required to pay the R45m penalty imposed by the Competition Tribunal.
